Warm weather is pounding on
Vancouver's door, but it's not here yet.

Environment Canada is forecasting
temperatures to increase to 7 C today
and keep climbing through to Thurs-
day

“It's not going back to snow,” predicts
meteorologist Mindy Brugman. “It's
warm enough for rain.”

Data suggests a 60 per cent chance of
precipitation today until a weather
system settles over the area tomorrow.

“The warm front coming through is
a sloppy wet thing,” she said. “The raw
model shows 45 mm of precipitation.”

Wednesday might get downright
balmy with a high of 9 C and more rain
in the forecast.

“Those people that promised they
would welcome rain will get to put
their arms out and feel those drops
hitting them,” she said of 50 mm of pre-
cipitation expected to fall that day “1
hope they don’t complain.™

Thursday could be the last day peo-
ple leave heavy jackets at home with a
highof 8C.

Weather models show temperatures
will dip to near zero after Friday but
there’s no indication of sub-zero weath-
er until sometime next week.

“¥We can all generally agree that
we're on the warm side for the next
couple weeks,” Brugman said.
